On the rare occasion we take a cat in without quarantining, it will have had a health certificate showing it has no contagious diseases or serious issues before being brought to us for adoption. We cannot be held responsible for anything  the vet omits nor what the owner omits or provides at the last minute. We recommend a vet visit as soon as possible for a complete and thorough check up. Our felines get socialization, flea/tick control, worming, age-appropriate shots, and spayed/neutered before adoption.  

      We make no feline health guarantees, and all adoptions are nonrefundable. Please remember you are adopting a cat that was either living in the streets, in a shelter, or some other less than perfect situation. We cannot guarantee how it will act, bond, or behave in your home with your humans or pet family members. If we schedule vet care for your kitten at our expense and you fail to make the appointment, you are assuming all future vet care costs for the feline. If we feel the life of one of our adopted felines in in danger, we are within our rights to take it back, with the adopter assuming all associated court costs. Should you want to return the feline for any reason, we will take it back, when a space is available but the adoption fee is still non refundable.We will try our best to answer feline care questions for you, but we do not give vet type advice due to liability issues.
